Date of Competition: Sunday 15th February 2009
Entry Fee: £15. Cheques payable to EMR England Fencing . Note: Competitors for all events must be at least social members of England Fencing. Social membership can only be applied for via your club which itself must be affiliated to England Fencing. Cost of social membership is £10. If you are a social member you must bring both your membership card and the letter from British Fencing that entitles you to enter one competition.  It is not possible to apply for Social membership on the day of the competition.

Closing Date for Entries: Monday 9th February 2009. No entries accepted on the day.

Eligibility & Conditions of Entry: Fencers must have been fencing for less than 18 months and have attained a British Fencing Proficiency Grade 1 or equivalent level. They must not have won the Region Beginners’ or Intermediate event or come in the top three of an Open competition. They can enter one competition only (ie  Foil, Sabre or Epee). For all competitions a minimum of BFA social membership is required (full membership cards, or social membership card plus the letter issued by British Fencing,, must be shown or forms for full membership can be completed at check-in, cheques payable for the membership fee plus £1.50 handling charge to EMR England Fencing), as will be a minimum 350N jacket & 800N plastron, & all other equipment conforming to current BFA regulations, including long socks and 350N breeches. Fencers must be over 13 years (at 1 Jan 09) to enter. Fencers must be in possession of their own kit and spares as no equipment will be available on the day.  All three weapons will be fought electrically, you will need electric weapons, bodywires and lames.
Competition Rules.  Depending on the number of entries received the format of the competition will be either a Poule Unique or rounds of pools to a final four.The competition will be run in accordance with BFA rules at the organisers’ discretion. Depending on  numbers entering, mixed gender pools may be fought but there will be medals for men and women separately.
DIRECTIONS TO ELLIS GUILFORD SCHOOL

From the M1 North or South (Derbyshire/Northants)

Take J26 Nottingham exit and follow A610 dir Nottingham until you come to junction with Bar Lane (see Sainsbury’s Local on your left). Turn left at here onto Bar Lane. School entrance is 200 yds on left

From Lincs and North Notts depending on where you start:

A1 south to A52 then follow ring road dir Derby and M1 North to A610 (M1 North) 

or A46 dir Leics, to A52 dir Nottingham then follow ring road to A610 (M1 North) Turn left at A610 (M1 North) then at cross roads (Sainsbury’s Local on right corner) turn right at lights onto Bar Lane. School entrance is 200 yds on left

or A60 south to Nottingham ring road A6514 follow signs for M1 (North). Turn right at A610 

Then at cross roads (Sainsbury’s Local on right corner) turn right at lights onto Bar Lane. School entrance is 200 yds on left

From Leics

Take A46 to A606 to A52 Nottingham Ring Road follow signs for M1 North. Turn left onto A610

(signposted M1 North). At cross roads turn right at lights onto Bar Lane. School entrance is 200 yds on left
