
East Midlands Region Qualifier for British Youth Epée Competitions
Sunday 5th February 2012 

Dear Fencer,  

These details are long because this has been found necessary for this event. 
Please do read this and then complete the entry form, available on the web at: www.emfencing.com and www.eliteepee.com. Entry fee £15.00 before 26th January (official closing date), £20.00 for entries received and paid for prior to day of event, or £25.00 if paid on the day, cheques payable to ‘EMR England Fencing’. Please write the competitors name on the back of the cheque.  Entries will not be accepted on the day without receipt of at least an emailed entry form a day in advance.  We cannot guarantee that entries made after the official closing date will be accepted as a schedule will have been made to run the event in an efficient manner, we will however try to accommodate late entries if possible. 
 1. Venue: Sports Hall, Oundle School, Milton Road, Oundle, Northamptonshire, PE8 4AG.
2. Report Times: To be published ten days prior to event (26th January), when better ideas of entry numbers are known.  Earliest check-in will be 10am.  These will be posted on www.eliteepee.com.
3. BFA Membership – All fencers must be members of British fencing (Social membership is insufficient for this event).  A membership file will be requested from British Fencing in the week prior to the event, so please join in advance.  Memberships cannot be made on the day. 
4. BYC+ Finals: A minimum of four fencers in each event qualify for the British Youth Championships finals. 
I recommend that you read the BYC finals rules (expected to become available via BFA website soon). Note that to claim a bye you must enter this qualifier AND inform the organizer of this qualifier that you are claiming your bye (you do not have to fence). Unclaimed byes may be forfeited. 
5. If you need paper details for the BYC finals then please request them from the organizers of this event. 
6. Referees: We are likely to be short of adult referees for this event. If your club can bring a referee, this will help the smooth running of the competition. If clubs wish to reserve a coach for coaching / supervising then please bring additional referees as well.  Fencers capable of refereeing may be asked to referee, though ideally we will plan to avoid this situation.  If you are able to bring a referee, please let me know in advance so we know how many referees we will have attending.
7. Electric apparatus: If you have access to remote control boxes with timers, which you can bring to the event, please could you let me know.  
8. Kit: Please note all events will be “electric”. You must bring your kit in good working order and in a safe condition. The organizer reserves the right to refuse to allow a fencer to compete in kit he considers to be unsafe. For U12 & U14, Epee blades must be size 2 or smaller. The event will be run to British Fencing equipment guidelines.  800N Plastrons and breeches (350N) are mandatory for events using size 5 weapons; 350N plastrons and tracksuit bottoms with zips closed are allowable in U12 and U14 ages as per BFA equipment guidelines, however the wearing of breeches is recommended. 
9. Disclaimer: All fencers are reminded that they compete at their own risk. The organizers will take reasonable care, but do not accept liability for loss or injury, howsoever caused. A parent or guardian must sign the entry form.  Photography/video may be taken at the event and use for publicity of fencing. 
10. Any changes or announcements will be posted at www.eliteepee.com and the East Midlands Website (+ results soon after the event). 
11. There will not be a cafeteria / food / drink available on site so please bring your own. Your entry fee does not include cleaning of the sports hall; we are relying on no one spilling any food or drink. Please keep the floor clean... water only in the hall…food & other drinks elsewhere please. Please clear litter up when you leave and take it home. 
12. You may only enter one regions’ qualifier for the BYC. Even if you move or live and fence in multiple regions then only enter qualifiers in one region per season. 
13. Organizers are not loco-parentis. All children to be accompanied by an adult 

14. Entry to BYC Finals for those who qualify.  Forms will be sent out by email to all those who qualify and those fencers will need to return them completed with payment to the EM Fencing by the specified date (on the email) to claim their place in the finals. Fencers who qualify will be required to pay £13.00 to EMR England Fencing to go towards their entry fee for that event.  Any fencer who does not complete and return the forms by the requested time will lose their place.
I hope we will have a great day of fencing and that many East Midlands fencers will qualify for the BYC Finals on 5th-7th May 2012 (see BFA Web site for details, www.britishfencing.com).
